Chronology: a chronological overview of known concert dates (some with setlists and/or ads), dates of studio recordings, all line-ups and other trivia related to the American band Suicide.Date format is DD-MMM-YY.-Information in grey italics is uncertain-

1960-1969
Alan graduates from Brooklyn College and marries Mariette.

Martin is in several free-jazz bands, marries Mari and they have 4 children.

Boruch Alan Bermowitz (a.k.a. Alan Vega) was born in the Bronx, New York (US) on the 23rd of June 1938 as the son of a working-class diamond
setter. He spent his childhood (with father Louie, mother Tillie and younger brother Robert) in Bensonhurst, Brooklyn (NYC). In the late 50s he studied

fine art and physics at Brooklyn College in Manhattan with Ad Reinhardt and Kurt Seligmann, graduating in 1960 (Yearbook photo by Maurice L.Lehv).

In October 1960, at the age of 22, Alan married Mariette -Mindele- Birencwajg, who had also graduated from Brooklyn College. Mariette (of Polish
ancestry and born in Belgium in December 1938) survived the holocaust, hiding in Belgium throughout the war. In 1951, at the age of 12, with her father
Abraham she moved to Brooklyn (US), where they had family. Alan and Mariette live at a one-bedroom apartment in a new building on Ocean Parkway.

Mariette teaches French at a local high school and Alan has a job as a social worker for the Welfare Department. Alan managed to escape being drafted for
the war in Vietnam. Soon Alan quits his job and sets up a studio in their apartment, painting and drawing. After returning from a visit to Belgium and

Paris, the couple move to an apartment on Albemarle Road. It is then that Alan first started creating light sculptures. When the flat became too small he
moved his project to a studio in Park Slope, where he had his first art show in 1968. On December 31, 1969 Alan leaves Mariette for another woman, their

marriage had lasted for 9 years.

By September 1969 Vega is working (as a janitor), creating (light sculptures) and living at the "Museum: A Project of Living Artists", a large
workshop/performance warehouse art space on the corner of Waverly Place and Broadway funded by the New York State Council of the Arts. It's here

where in the summer of 1969 he meets Martin Rev, who performs there with his avant-garde jazz band Reverend B. Alan attends 2 concerts by The
Stooges at the Pavilion in Flushing Meadows Park on September 3 and 4, 1969 and is blown away by Iggy's performance.

Martin Reverby (Rev) was born uptown New York City (and raised in the Bronx), on the 18th of December, 1947, as the son of a working-class union
organizer. In 1967 Martin's wife Mari Montgomery is part of Julian Beck's "The Living Theatre". Martin and Mary met at the Village Vanguard in 1967,

two years later they had 4 years children (2 of their own and 2 from Mari's earlier relationship). Marty is then 22 years old.

Alan, Martin along with Mari started experimenting with improvized music at the "Project of Living Artists". One of the first songs they create is
"Methedrine Mary". When by mid 1970 Martin's avant garde-jazz band Reverend B ceased to exist Vega and Rev decided to form their own. Alan is then

32 years old.

became known to the owner, Max Gordon. Marty met his future wife Mari Montgomery at the club in 1967.

Note 1 : A basement club (capacity 250), located at 210 West 70 street, opened in 1964 and run by two Italian brothers, Arnie and Nicky
Ungano. The club closed down on March 30, 1971.

Note 2: "There were only about 19 people there. We did two sets that night and I walked out after the first feeling great. It was a great set.
I walked out to get a little air and when I came back Arnie Ungano said, “Listen, I can’t have you back here tomorrow night.”I said,

“What are you talking about?” He said, “You guys are like 99 Iggy Stooges. Do you realize the people who were there went screaming
out of that room and wanted their money back immediately? They were scared.” To me, it was like the end of the world. It’s not like we
had a life besides this. This was the life. He was a great guy and I stalled him, I said, “Arnie, why don’t you come back to the dressing

room, let’s talk about it with the other guys.” By the time he got to the dressing room, Arnie turned around and he said, “Hey, you know
what, come back tomorrow night.” He actually broke out a bottle of scotch or something, gave it to us. The next night Ungano’s was full

and nobody ran out. Arnie said, “You know what it is, when the room is full like that, nobody’s scared.”I think the second night we played
one of those gigs it was full for a bachelor party. The guy who’s getting married was sitting in the front row. That became quite a chaotic
fight night. They got very pissed, I think Alan blew some smoke in one guy’s face, and from there it all lit up like a match. The material
was finding itself, we weren’t finding it. In that sense, we weren’t writing any songs at all.". Martin Rev interviewed @ Red Bull Music

It would re-open on July 14, 1975 under the ownership of
Tommy Dean Mills, who enlisted Peter Crowley, former booker @ Mothers. Craig Leon attends, he would, in the summer of '77, produce

together with Marty Thau the band's first self-titled album. Craig Leon also would produce the debut albums of The Ramones, Blondie
and Richard Hell.

The year in which Marty can afford to buy a secondhand Seeburg rhythm machine ( The Rhythm Prince). Marty's set-up now includes a Farfisa keyboard
with Electro-Harmonix distortion devices, other electronics and the rhythm machine. With this equipment they write and record a batch of new songs, but

after Max's closed and before Mothers opened, they hardly perform live in 1975.

trafficking on East Fourth street. By the 70's the club was run by two bull dykes, Tommy and Butch, who as of late 1972 turned
Wednesday nights over to the live bands on the glitter rock scene. When Max's Kansas City closed for the first time (end 1974 ), Club 82
